9.1 The penalties are as follows: As detailed in RRS 44 except that there shall be no
Scoring Penalties.

10 SCORING
10.1  The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply unmodified.

10.2 If 7 races are sailed, a boats series score will be her 5 best scores. If 6 races are
sailed, a boats series score will be her 5 best scores. If 5 races are sailed, a boats
series score will be her 4 best scores. If 4 or less races are sailed, a boats series
score will comprise of all the races sailed.

11  BERTHING
Boats shall be kept in their assigned places in the boat park.

12 RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio tfransmissions while racing nor receive radio
communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile
telephones.

13 PRIZES

Prizes will be awarded by the Supernova Class Association.
